Naivasha  
 
Highlights: Game and Bird Watching, Lodging, Culture, Ethnic, Scenery, Wildlife, Photography, 
Nature Trails, stunning views of Mt Kenya, Fishing, Boating & Island adventure, Greater / Lesser 
Flamingos. 
 
Day 1: Arrival at JKIA – City Hotel 
Meet and greet services at the airport upon arrival, transfer to your overnight hotel at the outskirt of 
the City Center – Fairview Hotel / Silver Springs Hotel on Bed and Breakfast basis 
 
Day 2: Nairobi – Samburu (Packed Lunch, Dinner) 
Depart Nairobi early in the morning by road for Samburu National Reserve with lunch en-route. Our 
base lodge(s) is situated on the fertile banks of Uaso Nyiro River in the middle of Samburu Game 
Reserve in Kenya's rugged, semi arid Northern Province. The lodge echoes the robust rhythms of 
riverfront life where crocodiles feed in full view. After lunch, game drive until sunset in the reserve 
where the large stock of antelopes has attracted many lions and leopards. The Reticulated Giraffe and 
Grevy Zebra, rather rare in other parks are quite common as well as the long necked Gerenuk. 
Dinner and overnight at Samburu Serena / Samburu Lodge 
 
Day 3: Samburu (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner) 
After breakfast, we spend a full day in search of wildlife and birds in the wild beauty of Samburu land 
visiting nearby Buffalo Springs and Shaba circuits. Dinner and overnight at Samburu Serena / 
Samburu Lodge 
 
Day 4: Samburu - Mt Kenya (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner) 
After breakfast, check-out and proceed to Mount Kenya National Park arriving at mountain lodge in 
time for lunch. Located at 7200 FT (2195M) on the slopes of the snow-capped Mt. Kenya, Serena 
Mountain Lodge is the most luxurious tree lodge in Kenya. At dusk the dense tropical rain forest 
comes alive with myriad sounds of creatures of various descriptions. The Elephant, Rhino, several 
species of Antelopes including the Bongo and occasionally both Leopard and Lion are visitors at the 
illuminated water hole. Dinner and overnight at Serena Mountain Lodge 
 
Day 5: Mt Kenya - Lake Nakuru (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner) 
After breakfast, depart for Lake Nakuru National Park. This Park is world famous for its stunning 
flocks of lesser flamingoes which turns its shores pink. The park is also home to Lion, Warthog, 
Waterbuck, Buffalo, Reedbuck and the occasional Leopard. White and black Rhinos were introduced 
to the park some years ago and you may find white rhino at the southern end. The park has also 
retained its reputation as an ornithologists’ delight with more than 400 species of bird found here. 
Dinner and overnight stay at Flamingo Hill Camp / Lake Nakuru Lodge 
 
Day 6: Lake Nakuru – Maasai Mara (Breakfast, Packed Lunch, Dinner) 
A pre-breakfast game drive at the park will give us an opportunity to spot more game and bird 
species. We head back to our lodge for breakfast after which we exit the park and proceed to Narok 
and Maasai Mara Game Reserve. Dinner and overnight at Keekorok Lodge / Mara Serena Lodge 
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Day 7: Maasai Mara (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner) 
After an early breakfast, we spend a full day in search of the Cats of Mara not to mention other game 
and bird species. This Reserve forms part of the Great Mara -Serengeti Eco-system. Picnic lunch will 
be served at the Mara River Hippo Point where Hippos and Crocodiles can be viewed basking at the 
river bed. On clear days, the Mara offers fantastic orange tinted sunsets and you will definitely want 
to capture this moment while sipping on a sun downer back at our lodge. Dinner and overnight at 
Keekorok Lodge / Mara Serena Lodge 
 
Day 8: Maasai Mara – Lake Naivasha (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner) 
After breakfast, depart for Lake Naivasha bird sanctuary in time for lunch. Enjoy boat ride with a 
view of Hippos and different species of birds. Lake Naivasha is one of the Great Rift Valley's jewels, 
reflecting the tranquil beauty of an African sky and the surrounding mountains is temporarily 
distorted as flocks of graceful flamingos and pink-backed pelicans settle on the water. Relax after 
lunch at the hotel and have chance to enjoy the hotel facilities and optional activities on offer. Dinner 
and overnight stay at L. Naivasha Sopa Resort 
 
Day 9: Lake Naivasha – Nairobi – Outbound flight (Breakfast, Lunch) 
After lunch, depart for Nairobi arriving late in the afternoon. A day room check-in at Fairview / 
Silver Springs Hotel to freshen up and prepare for your international flight
